Dear Friends,
There is something incredibly spiritual about walking with friends – and making new ones along the way. Later in the month we will be embarking on our annual Lordsbridge Pilgrimage once more on Friday 22 May. This year we are trying something different. The walk has two routes – Northern (starting in Barton at 7:30am) and Southern (starting at 9:30am). Please see the poster below for more details. I will be joining the Northern route which crosses through Coton, Hardwick, Caldecote and Childerley before finishing in Dry Drayton.  I am very much looking forward to visiting all these churches again, and to chatting with my fellow pilgrims enroute. Please do join us if you can, even if it’s just for a short stretch, or to welcome us home to Dry Drayton, where the Pilgrimage ends with lunch at approximately 2pm. 
For Christians, going on pilgrimage involves a search for a deeper spirituality and for a closer connection to God. For the first time in modern history, our new Archbishop of Canterbury, Archbishop Sarah, completed an historic pilgrimage starting at St Paul’s Cathedral in London and walking 140km in 6 days to Canterbury. It was incredible to see so many people walking with her, greeting and meeting her enroute. Upon reaching Canterbury, Archbishop Sarah said: “It’s been a real joy; it’s also a joy to know we are done!” Pilgrimages are a great adventure, with the chance to meet new people and to see new places. To set aside time for God and feel closer to Him; to discern His will and guidance; and to be strengthened in faith. Going on pilgrimage can give us a new sense of awareness and wonder. Or result in a greater sense of our life’s purpose. Pilgrimage helps us to focus on ‘what really matters’ and to rediscover the joy of giving and generosity. I look forward to seeing you along the way!

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ALM for Worship Diocess of By
Leaders in Rural
Contexts

Introduction

The ALM (Authorised Local Ministry) in Worship Leading in Rural Contexts is a local diocesan
training pathway for lay people who are called not only to lead worship, but to help shape
worship that reaches out, invites in, and supports the mission of the Church within rural
communities. This pathway recognises the distinctive opportunities and challenges of rural
contexts, where worship often sits at the heart of village life. Participants will explore how
worship can become a place of welcome, belonging, and encounter, strengthening
connections between church, community, and everyday life.

How will the training be delivered?

Training will begin in April 2026 and will be delivered locally within the Bourn Deanery at the
Papworth Team Hub, Pendrill Court and the The Cabin, Hardwick. The course will consist of
ten monthly evening study sessions, normally on the first Wednesday of the month between
7.30pm and 9.30pm. The first session will be on May 4th 2026 at the Papworth Team Hub.
Each session will involve learning together through discussion, shared reflection, practical
exploration, and mutual encouragement.

Who is the course for?

Lay people from across Bourn Deanery who are already involved in worship, mission and
pastoral care or who sense a call to help their church lead missionally through worship in
rural contexts. No previous formal training is required - just openness, commitment, and a
heart for local mission. Those who complete the pathway may be recommended for
Authorisation as an ALM in Worship Leading, serving their local parish and community with
the support of clergy and PCC.
